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Academic Challenge Cup and EHA

The St. Louis Gifted Resource Council sponsors the Academic Challenge Cup competition so that children may have an opportunity to learn in a challenging and enjoyable environment, to experience the joy of friendly competition, and to "test" their skills in a self-selected area of interest. Students will enjoy the camaraderie of playing open-ended games while enhancing their learning experience and working toward a common goal. 

The games all have one thing in common: they teach children how to think, not what to think. 

For students in Grades 4-8, the Academic Challenge Cup is a series of academic competitions in math and language skills. 

· Equations: A game of creative math that provides players with practice in arithmetic operations and assists in developing an understanding of number concepts, number systems, factors and primes, order of operations, and simple algebraic equations. 
· LinguiSHTIK: An open-ended language game involving many aspects of English - vocabulary, word functions, grammar, sentence structure, and spelling. Players use letters on cubes to form words and make "demands" on other players. (LinguiSHTIK has been cancelled for this year due to lack of enrollment)
