Enrichment Excitement  
Have you noticed an improvement in your child's fine and gross 
motor skills? The Enrichment crew has been working very hard 
at strengthening and fine tuning our muscle movements. Fine 
motor skills activities promote the most functional use of a child's 
hands, and are the best way to ensure proper development of 
fine motor movement. We are drawing and painting, putting small 
objects together, doing puzzles, using scissors, manipulating 
small objects, participating in finger plays and puppet shows, 
and digging for manipulatives in the sand station. At this age, 
children need lots of opportunities for physical activity, both for 
skill building and good health. We are busy developing gross 
motor skills, learning to use the large muscles in our legs, arms, 
and trunks to run, jump, throw, catch, and kick. Enrichment 
participates in activities with Mr. Mark on Wednesdays that are 
specifically geared to build those large muscles. We also engage 
in freestyle dance and movement - shimmying, shaking, and 
jumping, and imaginative play - becoming such animals as 
flamingos, snakes, frogs, horses, and whales, and lions.  We take 
walks, use a variety of playground equipment to swing, slide, and 
climb, ride tricycles, throw and catch balls of various sizes, and 
so much more. We are growing bigger and stronger every day!!!!
